A new regtor coming into a parish has been likened many times to a marriage
taking place.

But I think you have g gizht to know some things about me, particylarly what
things I consider important in the life of a parish. The months and years ahead
will show just how much my actions meet my woras, but at least I can with honesty,
I think, give you some indication,of how I tend to view life in a parish. I Rave
12 thinys to mentlon, not because 12 is any Jiysterious number, but because there
were 12 things I thoyght of as I prepared for this moraing. I'm not, listing them
in any order of importance really, but rather just enumerating a number of then as
clues for you as to how I might be expected to work and think in the mgnths ahead.
Certaigly with that large number I can hardly do more than mention them and perhaps
elaborate glightly on them; but each of them could give the basis for an occasional
sermon in the future when I oould develop them more fullys. In any case, they are
favorite themes of mine, end you are apt to be. hearing them again and again.
