The 1974 Annual Meeting of St, Matthew's Parish was held Priday evening, January
18, with a potluck supper beginning the event at 6:30 p.m. The Westport High
School Chorus provided entertainment for the evening with a rellicking, electronic
presentation of numbers from the musical GODSPELL. When they finished, there
wasn't a soul around who doubted that those kids enjoyed what they were doing.

Five persons were elected to the Vestry for a three-year term: Jim Bailey, Van
Cavett, John Fabling, Betty Jobson, and Aidan Stone, They took the places made
vacant by Harry Moore, Ed Rhawn, Bob Biggs, David Hitz, and Earl Schaaf, The re~
ports of various persons and committees had been printed up beforehand and made
available to any persons desiring them., (They are still available on Sunday morn-
ings or at any time in the parish office,) Therefore, there was no need for reports
to be read at the meeting,

As usual the food was good; the conversation was plentifuls the entertalmment was
lively; and good time was had by most.

NOTES FROM THE JANUARY VESTRY MEETINGS

1. The Treasurer and the Finance Committee chairman gave their reports of the
financial picture of the parish at the close of 1973. This showed that all
bills were paid and there was a surplus of $385 from 1973 income. A number of
pledges remained partially in arrears at the end of the year, and these persons
will be contacted shortly in an effort to have such pledges paid. The audit
of the books for the past few years was still not complete, but it was prom=-
ised shortly. '

2, Jim Bailey, the Every Member Canvass Chairman, announced his final Canvass
results, The parish has received 221 pledges for a total of $98,052., In-
- creased and new pledges amounted to $1i,78L; decreased and lost pledges
amounted to $9,L10; this made for a net increase of $5,375.

3+ The decision was made to continue without a sexton but with Building Services,
Inc., a cleaning firm which sends persons to the building Tuesday, Thursday,
and Friday evenings, and all day on Saturday. The concensus seemed to be that
the place was looking well cared for, and with a few problems that were being
handled, it seemed the best solution for the time,

L The Vestry made plans for its annusl retreat on Saturday and Sunday, March 2-3,
at Diamond Caverns. The Rev, Roy Hall, a consultant from the Diocese of
Southern Ohio, will be with the Vestry, Mr. Humke and Miss Baldwin, helping
them all to look ahead at St, Matthew's Church and their respective roles in it.

5« Deputies to the Annual Convention of the Diocese of Kentucky were elected.
These are Harry Moore, Phil Ardery, Walter McCord, Jim Bailey, and Martha
Secanlon, Alternates elected were Bobby Stone, Betty Jobson, Fred Siegfriedt,
Bill Edwards, and Van Cavett. The Convention this year will be held at Grace
Church, Paducah, January 31-February 2.

6, The Vestry accepbted with regret and appreciation for past service the resigna-
tion of Bill Edwards from the Vestry, leaving a one-year term to be filled by
the Vestry. They chose to wait until their February meeting to do so.

T« A certificate of thanks from the Vestry was given to Harry Moore, the retiring
Senior Warden, for his service to the parish.

8. Immediately following the Annual Meeting the Vestry convened but did not con-
duct any official business. The duties of the four officers of the Vestry had
been printed on a sheet and were handed out to each person go that considera-
tion might be given in the next ten days to persons to be elected Senior Warden,
dJunior Warden, Secretary and Treasurer., A short Vestry meeting for this purpose
will be held after church on Sunday, January 27, at 11:30 a.me
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CHRISTMAS 1973

The Christmas services began this year on the Sunday before Christmas with the
Service of Lessons and Carols at 10:00 a.m. The music was beautiful; the reading
of the familiar, hope-filled Lessons from the O0ld and New Testaments was done
exceptionally well by eight different persons from our congregation; and the
attendance was almost that of a full house. On Christmas Eve at 7:00 p.m., in a
beautifully decorated church, the Junior High Group and the Junior Cheir brought
to the parish a moving presentation of the Christmas story in pageant form. (Per-
haps the highlight of the event was little Hunt Rounsavall, age three-and-a-half
months, who took the part of the Infant Jesus.) At 11:00 p.m. that evening our
great Christmas service began with a half-hour presentation of Christmas music by
St. Matthew's Choir, under the direction of Sabeth Thomas, followed by the Holy
Bucharist. And on Christmas morning at 11:00 a.m., for a much smaller group the
Holy Communion was once again celebrated, A1l this could not have been without
the work of scores of people in choir, on Altar Guild, in ushering, in the parish
office, in the Junior High Group, and perhaps in some other ways not thought of at
the moment. ' '

The Church Home and Infirmary was founded by the Episcopal Church almost 100 years
ago as a home for "aged ard helpless women" and for "the sick of all creeds." It
has recently changed its policy so that an entire floor 1s now set aside for gen-
tlemen guests where formerly it was almost entirely for womena

4 recent letter from The Church Home says the following: "The occupancy of the
Church Home has dwindled over the years from its capacity of 82 to a present LS.
Why? One suspects that many have forsaken us for the steel, glass and carpets of
modern high-rises, We cannot offer those, nor can we offer private bathrooms,
elegant furnishings and luxurious surroundings. Your Church Home is 92 years old
and looks it. But we CAN offer a quiet, cheerful Christian-family atmosphere of
love and understanding where the residents are looked after by a staff of dedicated
employees who truly care about them.

"The institutional atmosphere is nowhere to be found. Total independence is en-
couraged, and residents are free to come and go as they like. The food is excell-
ent, well-prepared, and pleasingly served at small tables, Those who need medical
attention are placed in the Infirmary where they are cared for by a trained staff
working under the direction of a Registered Nurse, The grounds are beautiful and
spacious. And the rent is extremely reasonable, ranging from $175 to $230 a month
according to the size of the room,"

It is not a nursing home, though as the above Quotes indicate, there is an infirmary
for those who have already entered the Home., For further information please contact
the Church Home at 583-9721 or write to 1508 Morton Avenue, Louisville Lo20hL.

The finances for 1974 are
running only slightly behind budget, but there is still $i4,0L8 due on 1973
pledges and $4,430 on 1972 pledges, This matter was referred to the proper
committee to make contact with these persons in order to encourage them to
begin to make payment or officially cancel their pledges. In the future the
quarterly statements will be more clear for those persons who are beginning to
fall behind in their contributions to the parish.

2, Committee assignments for 197h were made with the chairmen of the various com-
mittees as follows: (1) Worship ~ Van Cavett; (2) Christian Education -
Martha Scanlon; (3) Evangelism ~ Fred Siegfriedt; (L) Insurance - David
Scholtz; (5) Special Gifts -~ Fred Louis; (6) Grounds ~ Wayne Ashcraft;

(7) Book of Remembrance = Charles Mendel; (8) Finance - Lyle Spalding;
(9) Time-Money-Talent = James Bailey; (10) Buillding Maintenance - Charles
Brigham; {11) Planning - Sid Stevens.

3, Charles Brigham reported for the Building Committee concerning the roofs on
the buildings. The necessary repairs will cost in the neighborhood of $8,000.0C-
The Vestry will have to decide shortly when to have this work done and where the
money to do it will come from, ANY IDEAS? ANY GIFTS?

b Fred Siegfriedt reported for the Worship Committee concerning the Wednesday
evening Lenten suppers and programs (see page 1 in this Newsletter). Rose Lee
Baldwin reported for the Christian Education Committee, particularly in respect
to the junlor high and senior high youth groups -- both seeming to go well at
the moment. Lucille Minsterl reported for the Social Fellowship Committee con-
cerning the parish supper and square dance to be held on February 15, probably
before the time you receive this Newsletter. OShe reported that more than 50
persons have signed up for it to date, but it was the hope of the group that
75-100 might come by that evening.

5. Reports were made concerning the Annual Convention held at Crace Church, Paducah;
at which time Bishop Marmion retired and the jurisdiction of the Diocese passed
to Bishop Reed. It was the concensus of those who attended that it was a good
gvent -- not very controversial or exciting in terms of business, but a Conven-
tion which had some good feeling about it. The Convention was not adjourned but
only recessed until March 15-16 at which time it will meet once again here in
Iouisville with Bishop Reed presiding. At the Convention in Paducah two perscis
from St. Matthew's were elected to diocesan positions: Phil Ardery was elected
to the Standing Committee, and Bob Biggs was elected to the Trustees of the
Divccese, '

&. The Vestry is still planning to go away March 2-3 for a conference, and further
plans were made for that.

7. John Mattucci was elected for a one-year term to fill a vacancy on the Vestry,
and Dick Straub was elected Bullding Fund Treasurer.

8, The Vestry unanimously approved the naming of the chapel here at St. Matthew's
as "The Wilfred B. Myll Chapel," with its dedication as such to take place at
the time of Bishop Reed's visitation in May.

9., Other smaller items of business were taken up, and the meeting was adjourned
about 9:30 pe.m.
