It may
take the form of less elaborate meals, or fewer meals, or for some it may involve
some true fasting. In any case they ought o be undertaken gladly and in a regliza~
tion that one will be regularly made aware of the Lenten season by doing so. Money
saved in such a way is properly shared with the hungry and needy of our world, and
an opportunity for this will be made some time during the Lenten season.
