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IT'S HARD TO BE A REFUGEE -- UNLISS YOU ARE THE SHAH

The other evening I sat down to watch a CBS documentary "The Boat Peopls." It con-
corned the vast number of refugess from Vietnam who are waiting on boats and smll
islands in Malaysia for resettlement, It was a moving documentary and a reminder to
us that our involvement with the psople of that unfortunate land did not end four
years ago by any means. Ye held out hopes to them which they now would like to cash
in on, Unfortunately bureaucratic red tape, as well as legitimate problems, make

%t ubni_ikely that a majority of them will qualify for admittance to the United States.
(o]¢] d. .

Then the news that followed showed another refugee of sorts, the Shah of Iran, get-
ting his just due back home., But he has money -- and political power -- and will
probably settls down in Palm Springs with a lot of other too-rich., No matter how
he ~ot his money, No matter that he will probably remain a political embarrassment
to us. No matter that ho is one more cxample of conservative, autocratic, hated
regimes, which America scems to have a penchant for supporting arcund the world.

Hc? has money, and he, too, is probably cashing in on past promises; and he will sail
right past the Statue of Liberty and on to the Promised Land of California. Few
questions will be asked. Certainly none pertaining to how he got his money and how
many of the poor of Iran contimie to suffer because of it. I, for one, do not wel-
coms him to America -- but I doubt that he will lose sleep over that.

If you have read this far, it is all really by way of saylng that St. MMM is sup-
rorting a Vietnamose refugee family onco again., (They brought a family over a few
years ago before we becams a part of St. MiM. That family is now a self-supporting,
job-holding, house-buying, car-cwning member of our commnity and is also involved
in relecoming the new family to Loulsville., As a matter of fact, one statistic I
have heard is that 95% of Vietnamsse refugess are now sele-supporting. 4 pretty
good statisticl) Part of the present family is here, part remains in Malaysia wait-
ing to come, Help is needed for these people, and in particular money is nceded to
got them started. If you would like to help, please make checks out to our church
but mark them clearly for "refugees." Since it is highly unlikely that the Shah
will be helping, your help is nceded.
