"APPLIED THEOLOGY 142. Sociology of Religion and Teaching. This is a macro/
micro humanistic approach to the sociology of religion and teaching containing four
components: (1) Examination of historical paradigms; (29 Field studies of radical
sociological change in religious states; (3) Analysis of social-cultural continui-
ties and discontinuities, derived and underived religious posturing, dimensions of
tension, crisis confluence and syathesis in cross-cultural states; (4) A correlation
of sociology and teaching enabling the student to distill transcendent processes as
well as to develop a more cogent language of relizion in the context of educfiional
goals."

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OPPORTUNITIES FOR OBSERVING LENT

(2) On Wednesday evenings, beginning February 27 and continuing through March 26,
we will once again have our lenten Wednesday evening potluck suppers with
program following., This year we will undertake a study of Judaism with a
serles of programs which William Swartz of the Bureau of Jewish Education
has helped us plan. On the first evening there will be a trip to a loecal
synagogue following Supper; on the second evening Mr. Swartz will be with us
to look at the Jewish family and religious observances in the family and
synagogue; on the third evening Mr. Amos Von Raalte will speak about the
importance of the land of Israel to the Jew; on the fourth evening Mr.
Herman landau will speak about Jews in Louisville; and on the last evening
someone will be with us to speak about contemporary Jewish life in America.
We think you will want to participate in learning more about Judaism, the
religion of some of our friends as well as of our Lord himself. Supper be-
gins at 6330 p.m. Please bring a casserole or salad for twice the number
in your family who are attending. Coffee, milk and bread will be provided.
No elaborate foods or desserts, please. Children are welcome, and sitters
wi1ll be available for very smell children.  The evening's program begins
about 7:15 p.m. and the evening concludes by 8:30 p.m.

(3) On Wednesday mornings, beginning February 27 and continuing through

following the service. This year the topic of the study will be
prayer, but we hope to loock at it in something of a different way
from the usual. We will use a small book THE MYSTIC JOURNEY which
is an introduction to Christian mysticism. There will also be in-
struction and practice on simple ways of meditating. The cost of
the materials will be $2.00, and you are asked to pick up the first
book in the parish office when you sign up for the course.

1/4 t. salt Heat until cheese is melted,
1/2 t. dry mustard stirring occasfonally with a
1/2 t. Worcestershire sauce ; wire whisk. Serve over whole
1/2 C. milk wheat toast.

2 boxes frozen green beans Steam or boil the beans. Melt

(or equivalent in fresh) the butter. Chop peanuts fairly
