During the 1981 Annual Meeting the eroding effect of inflation upon the operating
income of S5t. Matthew's Church was outlined. Although the church is not in any
financial trouble, we are beginning to meintain a status quo level. Regular church
programs can and are being carried out, but no real expansion is possible in the
foreseeable future.
