3. SCHIZOPHRENIA ASSOCIATION OF LOUISVILLE

We introduced Alcoholics Anonymous and Al-Anon to you in the fall, and this month
we Introduce you to a group which has been using our facilities for only a short
time, The Schizophrenia Association of Louisville, an open membership organization
for both families and friends of schizophrenic patients, meets every second Monday
of the month at 7:30 p.m. Visitors are welcome. This group is primarily concerned
with family familiarization with the many characteristics of the illness. This is
done through group and individual informal discussion, professional lectures, pro-
fessional literature, professional and self-help options. They actively sponsor
appropriate legislation with the necessary lobbying activities that go with this,
and they are interested in encouraging private foundations to foster corrective
research as well as supporting fellowship resident housing.

This group teaches that schizophrenia is a world-wide illness, affecting one per
cent of any given population group. In broad averages one person in every hundred
will exhibit no currently recognizable symptom in childhood, only to have this
illness surface when the patient is in her or his twenties. Many of these persons
are not recognized as ill by their families but are simply kicked out of their
homes because they become impossible to live with., Many of these learn to sur-
vive the hard way, others are jailed for various terms, some simply disappear.

A few of the fortunate become involved with public and private help facilities.

ANNUAL CONVENTION OF DIOCESE HELD IN HOPKINSVILLE

Grace Church, Hopkinsville, was the host to the 154th Annual Convention of the Diocese
of Kentucky held on February 19-21. The weather cooperated with a parish which had
worked very hard, and an excellent Convention was held, From St. Matthew's the fol-
lowing persons attended as deputies, besides the rector: Anmne Ardery, Jim Bailey,
Wolfe Scofield, and Varley Wiedeman. In addition to these there were many more per-
sons from St. Matthew's who attended in other capacities or as zuests. The Convention
opened on Friday evening with Evensong at Grace Church and Bishop Reed presenting his

Annual Address which touched on many things of importance to the Church and our soci-
ety at larze.

The business of the Convention was held elsewhere the next day, and regular items of
Convention business were dealt with: (1) A Church's Prosram Budget of $292,820
($270,738 in 1981) was adopted for the work of the Church in this diocese, in the
United States and around the world. In other words, St. Matthew's contribution to
the budget ($29,022) is our mission outreach. (2) Elections to various offices took
place: TIarry Otto (Cathedral) and the Rev. Ray Lord (Hopkinsville) to the Standing
Comuittee; The Rev. Messrs. Glen Coppick (Owensboro) and C. I. Jones (Russellville)
and Mr. Ewing Hardy {Anchorage) and Nancy Whitmer (Murray) to the Trustees and Coun-
¢il; Fred Burdorf (Cathedral), Bill Flowers (Hopkinsville) and Terry McCoy (Calvary,
Louisville) to the Bishop BDudley Memorial Fund; Edwin White (Hopkinsville) and Cornell
Clarke (Glasgow) as Sewanee Trustees; and The Rev. Franklin Martin (Glasguw) to the
Ecclesiastical Court. )
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
