Dear People of St. Matthew’s,

August 15th
Children's Chaplains' Meeting 7:30 p.m.
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This was my sixth time as a General Convention Dep-
uty, with two rounds as a delegate to the Triennial
Meeting of the Women of the Church before that. As
some of you know, this time | went somewhat reluc-
tantly. 1 have seen too much of bitter fights in the
church - name calling, fists waving, generally un-
Christian behavior when those of opposing views get
together at General Convention.

Let me tell you that this convention was different! The
Episcopal Church is alive and well, and, more than
that, it has come a long, long way. There were eight
women bishops, including Gerry Wolf, the former
dean of our Cathedral. There were many, many
women serving as deputies, committee members and
committee chairs. There were faces of every color, a
variety of languages spoken, 40 openly gay or leshian
deputies, over 40% new deputies, many of them quite
young. The official Youth Presence - two young peo-
ple from each Province of the church - was given seat
and voice in the House of Deputies. We have come a
very long way from the mostly white, all-male con-
ventions of not so many years ago.

To give you some of the flavor of this year's conven-
tion, here is what The Center Aisle, a moderate publi-
cation given out each day, said:

"Check the tally sheet from these last 10 days, and you
will find it blessedly free of wins and losses. That's the
greatest victory of this General Convention. On human
sexuality and an array of other issues, the Church has
learned to live with disagreement. Indeed, it has grown
from it. Listen in the hallways of the Convention Cen-
ter and the words that come to mind are not conflict
and competition, but faithfulness, graciousness,
prayerfulness and listening.

The Presiding Bishop was absolutely right in noting,
after a long round of discussion over human sexuality,
that the Bishops are not a divided House, but are di-
vided on certain questions. There's a big difference.
This convention will send us forward in mission to-
gether."”

Two non-controversial things that came before us il-
lustrate the many issues that never make headlines but
affect people's lives in positive ways and illustrate the
church at its best:

The Standing Commission on National Concerns re-

ported on the work of its End-of-Life Task Force and
presented an evening panel discussion on many of the
questions facing families and caregivers. They spoke
of the "need to provide loving and fitting care for
those near the end of life." They have produced an
excellent book called "Faithful Living, Faithful Dy-
ing." Having watched and cared for both my father
and father-in-law in their last days in the past couple
of years, | was particularly grateful that our church is
paying attention to issues we all have to deal with at
some time.

Another thing that interested me was a resolution that
came before the Ministry Committee, on which both
Lucinda and | served, calling for funding for the In-
digenous Theological Training Institute. Bishop Mark
MacDonald of Alaska (young, with a denim vest, a
ponytail, and a beard - Bishops look different these
days!!) - came to a committee hearing at 7:30 in the
morning to tell us about this program to train Ameri-
can Indians for lay and ordained ministry, calling for
"culturally relevant, locally focused native Christian
leadership training."” They train locally or send people
to such places as the Cook Training School in Arizona,
in what they call Gospel Based Discipleship; they have
worked in 13 dioceses with native populations, and, if
I am remembering correctly, 14 new priests have come
from this program. This request for funding was
passed by the convention.

The church is alive and well, and it is also different. |
saw my first convention 24 years ago, when my
youngest was about to start kindergarten. Now he's a
high school teacher. The changes in that time are good
ones.

Convention has always been a fair process, allowing
anyone to speak on any side of an issue. It hasn't al-
ways been a very civil process, but this time, to my
delight, it was. | think we have become more willing
to listen, more appreciative of differences. The His-
panic deputies asked that some of our worship be in
Spanish; Haiti chimed in asking for French. The next
morning, as the Eucharist was celebrated in Spanish, |
realized that the celebrant had switched to French for
one paragraph! Interpreters for the deaf signed ser-
vices and most other events.

The age mix was wide. Members of the Youth Pres-

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ence spoke frequently and eloguently, and a young
cousin of Bishop Reed's, in her early 20's, was elected
to Executive Council.

I came away with great hope for the Episcopal Church.
We are learning to live with disagreement. (Maybe
even | am learning to live with disagreement!) One
day | was waiting at the microphone to speak. An old
friend, with totally opposing views, was ahead of me.
He had been looking rather grim, but as he left the mi-
crophone, he turned, smiled at me, and patted my
shoulder. We talked later, saying that the wonderful
thing about this community of Christ's body is that
friendship, and the church we love and share, is a lot
more important than the pain of issues that divide us.

My greatest learning came from listening to young
speakers at hearings and in the House of Depulties.
They aren't hung up on old issues; their view of the
world is quite different from mine at age 65. If we
want them in the church - and to live we MUST want
them - we need to hear their voices and respond in
ways they can hear. They bring energy and hope to the
church, and hope to us all.

The following note is from The Right Reverend David
B. Reed, the Sixth Bishop of Kentucky, who served
from 1974 until his retirement in 1994. Previous to this
position he served as the first Bishop of Colombia and
Ecuador.

Dear Friends at St. Matthew’s Parish;

We think of a parish as a family or a commu-
nity that worships together. But the word can
also refer to a geographical area served by a
Parish Church. For twenty eight years | have
lived in the geographical area of St. Matthew’s
Church, but, as bishop, the Cathedral was my
church, and I stayed there after retirement. |
am about to change that and become part of
St. Matthew’s, my natural parish. With all of
your Assistants being “called up higher”,
Lucinda has said she could use my help; and |
am glad to make you my parish home. You will
not see me every Sunday, because | do help out
with services elsewhere, but, when not other-
wise engaged, | expect to be with you.

So don’t be surprised to see a bishop around
St. Matthew’s more often. As a matter of fact |
have been participating in Daily Morning
Prayer at St. Matthew’s for most of the last
three years. But it just hasn’t been my parish.
This will be something new for me. In nearly
fifty years of ordained status | have never
served a ““parish”. The word “parish” has
been used to differentiate a large, self sustain-
ing congregation from those smaller outposts
we call “missions”. Until | became a bishop |
was always a mission priest (Panama, Costa
Rica, Colombia, and South Dakota). | look for-
ward to being part of a large, active, multi-
staffed parish, to working with Lucinda, and to
being part of the St. Matthew’s Parish Family-
-as well as going to my neighborhood church.

Habitat For Humanity
